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2009 saw the 9" cohort of St Mark’s
College students sit for their HSC
exams. How did they do?

Once again, the hard work of
students and teachers was rewarded
with wonderful results. A total of 81
St Mark’s students sat for 369
courses in 24 subjects - the largest
group ever to sit the HSC at the university.

best result St Mark’s has ever achieved. In fact, just under half of our results across all
subjects were in the top two bands, Band 5 or 6.

The only disappointment perhaps was missing out on the “Top 100 Schools” list in 2009.
However, St Mark’s did not miss by much, with its rate of Band 6 results of 13.55% just
missing the cutoff - the 100" ranked school scored 13.87%. In fact, if those students who
missed out on a Band 6 by just one mark had gotten that extra mark, St Mark’s would have
ranked 78" in the state. Had those who missed by just two marks also gotten over the line,
the school would have ranked 56™! This is an indication of how competitive the Top 100 list
is each year.

Special congratulations are due to the Dux of 2009, Michael Malaty who achieved an ATAR
of 99.85. In fact, 27% of our students achieved an ATAR of 90 or more. 2009 has seen the
highest ever university entrance rate for St Mark’s graduates with 90% of students being
offered a place at university, a result that is the envy of many other private schools and
comparable with or better than most selective schools. Our students are going on to
become pharmacists, engineers, lawyers, businesspeople, optometrists and a host of other
professions. Some of the Class of 2009 will no doubt also follow in the footsteps of a
number of our past graduates who have gone on to perform at a high level at university and
enter post-graduate Medicine courses.

Our students and teachers deserve to be recognised for the wonderful academic
achievements they produce year after year.
